Talent Show Rules 
 

1) All performers must be students of the St Anthony School. 
 

2) All performances must be in accordance with the school standards and meet with the 
approval of the school faculty advisors and the talent show producer.   

 

3) All performing acts must have a parent/guardian sponsor.  The sponsor is the act's contact 
point for the school faculty advisors and the talent show producer. 

 

4) The talent show producer can request performers to choose other songs to reduce 
duplications in the show.   

 

5) No lip-synching is allowed. 
 

6) All pre-recorded music must be on tape cassette or CD.  Only one song on the cassette at the 
beginning of the tape or only one song on the CD at track 1. 

 

7) All performances with pre-recorded music are limited to 2 minutes 30 seconds (150 seconds).  
However, a performance may be less than 2 minutes 30 second. 

 

8) All pre-recorded music that has vocals must submit lyrics with this form for music 
approval. 

 

9) Vocalists with recorded accompanying music are restricted to instrumental and background 
vocals only.  No other lead vocal.  Karaoke edited music is acceptable. 

 

10) All decisions made by the talent show producer and the school faculty advisors are final.
